Number of families that participated:  18

Internet Access
· 16 families have high-speed Internet in their home (89%)
· 2 families do not have high-speed Internet in their home (11%)

Computer Access
· 17 families have a computer in their home (94%)
· 1 family does not have a computer in their home (6%)

Interest in Meeting with a Deaf Mentor online versus in-person
If provided with a computer and Internet (if they do not have access)…
· 3 families would always consider meeting with a Deaf Mentor online (17%)
· 10 families would sometimes consider meeting with a Deaf Mentor online (61%*)
· 3 families would never consider meeting with a Deaf Mentor online  (17%)
· 1 family did not respond
· 1 family circled both sometimes and always
*The family that circled both was included in the “sometimes” percentage (11/18)

Why or why not would a family choose to meet with a Deaf Mentor Online?
· Depends on schedule (chose sometimes)
· I would like any mentor (deaf adult) internet or in person (chose sometimes/always)
· Hope to use spoken language only (chose never)
· I have picked the brain of a deaf friend from time to time and found it helpful (chose sometimes)
· I think it would be beneficial for my child. (chose always)
· Erin is mainstreamed with little interaction with hard of hearing peers.  Would be a good opportunity for her to discuss issues with someone who can better relate to her issues. (chose sometimes)
· Only if it would be needed (no response)
· Convenience (chose sometimes)
· Daughter has cochlear implants (chose never)

Involvement with Deaf Mentors
· None of the families have been involved with the Deaf Mentor program

Suggestions
· We have a videophone.  (Could use videophones for families to interact with Deaf Mentors since they are provided to families)
· I really needed this when my son was a baby!
· A Deaf Mentor would really be helpful to hearing families that don’t understand the culture, etc.
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
