I. Welcome and Approval of Minutes
Margaret Anderson Kelliher, chair, called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone. Members of the Task Force and others in attendance introduced themselves. A motion was made by Angie Dickison and seconded by Richard Sjoberg to approve the minutes from the January 21, 2015 Task Force meeting. The meeting minutes were unanimously approved. 

II. Welcome from Ramon Padilla, Jr.
Mr. Padilla, Vice Chancellor and Chief Information Officer, Acting Chief Information Security Officer or Minnesota State Colleges and Universities, welcomed the Task Force and guests. 

III. Update from the Office of Broadband Development
Jane Leonard gave a brief update about the seventeen grants that were awarded on February 2, 2015 and noted that Danna MacKenzie joined Lt. Governor Tina Smith at five locations for Broadband Roundtable discussions in the first two weeks after the grant awards were announced. Diane Wells updated the Task Force on legislation that had been introduced related to the Task Force’s recommendations. Three bills have currently been introduced to continue the infrastructure grant program; two with $100 million for the biennium, and one with $50 million for FY2016A bill has also been introduced to fund the Office of Broadband Development and for a mapping program at $1.4 millionAlso, Governor Dayton has proposed $30 million in the biennium budget to continue the Border to Border broadband infrastructure grant program. 

IV. Public Network Investment Economies Panels
David Asp (Dakota County), Mike Janke (MNSCU), Jim Johnson (MN.IT), Jon Linnell (Healthcare), and Jodie Miller (MACTA/I-Nets) spoke on the first panel. Marc Johnson (ECMECC) and Mary Mehsikomer (TIES) spoke on the second panel. The panelists all addressed how various public institutions/community anchor institutions acquire and use broadband facilities and responded to questions from Task Force members.
