KIND OF WORK

Advanced professional supervisory work in the negotiation, administration, and termination of
state building contracts.

NATURE AND PURPOSE

The employee in this class is the principal building contract consultant to the State
Architectural Engineer and the Commissioner of Administration. The employee is responsible
for all phases of the negotiation, administration and termination of State building contracts.
Direction is received from the State Architectural Engineer.

Works with representatives of construction industry groups, professional societies, labor
groups, and affected state agencies to develop or revise state building contracts.

Negotiates with contracting parties and affected state agency to assure compliance with the
terms of the contract.

Deals with contractors to develop settlement of or supplements to contracts.
Workers closely with the Attorney General's Office to insure legal sufficiency of contracts.
Performs related work as required.
