NETMAKER

KIND OF WORK

Skilled net making work.

NATURE AND PURPOSE

Under general supervision, an employee in this class is responsible for designing, constructing, and repairing all types of nets of varying sizes and constructions.  Among these nets are trap nets, pound nets, seines, cribs, hoop nets, gill nets, shoreline seines, and rough fish seines.  The nets are made and maintained for use in fisheries research operations, lake surveys, game fish propagation, and rough fish removal by the statewide fisheries operations of the Department of Natural Resources.  Performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK (A position may not include all the work examples given, nor does the list include all that may be assigned.)

Builds all nets for Fisheries Management so that Lake Survey, Stream Surveys and all management objectives are met by cutting webb, quarter stitch, taper and sew together by hand.

Fabricates all nets for fisheries research so that projects are completed on time so fisheries managers can implement findings in their programs by reading and interpreting preliminary sketches, plans and specifications.

Constructs all nets of varying sizes for fisheries management, research and walleye programs so that the area fisheries managers will have their nets to carry out the department goals and objectives by cutting webbing to proper length and depth for all nets, quarter stitch, taper front and backs and sew in throats, construct gill nets and trap nets for lake survey, and sew special lake survey seines.

Issues all completed nets to fisheries operations management and research to ensure that the management of consumable inventory of the State of Minnesota is maintained by recording all items on forms provided by the supervisor as management and research receive their nets.

Repairs damaged seine so that there will be no loss of time in field operations by patching or replacing damaged web on used seines.
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Knowledge of:

All types of fish nets and their use sufficient to construct the right net for the appropriate fisheries program.

Math sufficient to estimate the amount of materials needed and to count material needed to sew on hoop, leads, frames and seines.

Skill in:

The operation/use of small hand tools sufficient to cut webb, splice rope, and sew by hand.

Ability to:

Read and understand net order sufficient to ensure that each manager receives only what s/he has ordered.

Read rough sketches and understand complex instructions sufficient to interpret and follow them to complete net making projects.
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
