125(a}(2) of the Act requires that
adjustments in the amounts of State -
allotments may be made not more often
than annuaily and that States are to be

notified not less than six (6) months.
before the beginning of any fiscal year
of any adjustments to take effect in that
fiscal year. It should be noted that, as
required by the Campact of Free
Association, Palau’s allotment has been
adjusted to twenty-five percent of its
Fiscal Year 1995 allotment. Also. in
relation to the State DDC allotments, the
description of service needs were
reviewed in the State plans and are
consistent with the resulits obtained
from the data elements and projected
